Grounds Open 5.30 pm Friday 05th June 2009 
 

1. Catch and Weigh eligible species for Senior competition ï eight (8) - Salmon, Fingermark, Tusker, 
 Grunter, Queenfish, Mackeral, Trevally, Coral Trout/Red Emperor/Nannygai only.  Catch and 
 Weigh eligible species for Junior (12 years & under) competitionðsix (6) - Salmon (blue), Salmon , 
 Bream, Queenfish, Grunter 
 Prizes for Heaviest & runner-up on Saturday nights, and overall heaviest and runner-up at final 
 presentation Sunday afternoon.  
2. Catch and release legal size Barramundi only (Junior & Senior). Digital photo of fish on Official  
 Classic Measuring Sticker to be presented to Weigh Master at final weigh-in on Sunday. No daily 
 prize.  
3. Fishing times ï commence at Midnight (2400 hours) Friday night, 05th June  following briefing, 

reading of the rules and entertainment. Fishing concludes 4.00pm Sunday 07th June. 
4. Weigh-ins. The weigh-in for Catch and Weigh species on Saturday 06th June commences at 

4.30pm and finishes at 5.30pm.  Weigh-in on Sunday 07th June commences at 4.00pm and fin-
ishes at 5.00pm.  Competitors must be in line by the finishing time to be eligible for individual spe-
cies prizes, and the overall species prizes.  In the event of a tie in either the Catch and Weigh or 
Catch and Release (Barramundi) the first fish weighed or sighted by the Weigh Master will be 
deemed the winner.  No other species other than target species will be weighed. 

5. Venue. The venue for the 2009 Classic will be the Western Cape College Grounds. The Committee 
seeks cooperation from all Competitors to respect the College Grounds, buildings and facilities at 
all times. The Classicôs theme in 2009 is Family Fishing Fun, encouraging family participation and 
the responsible intake of alcohol at the venue. 
Bar facilities will operate during these times at the discretion of the Western Cape College P & C 
association.  It is illegal to bring alcohol onto the grounds, and patrons should be advised that police 
and security will be present throughout the weekend. 
Hot food will be available on site. Please support local community organisations and sporting 
groups by purchasing your meals on site.   

6. Venue Opening and Closing times. The venue will be open at the following times: 
§ Friday 05th June 5.30pmð10.30pm 
§ Saturday 06th June  4.00pmðMidnight 
§ Sunday 07th June 4.00pmð11.00pm 

7. Fishing Grounds include all the waters within and offshore waters adjacent of Albatross Bay and 
Port Musgrave. 

8. Random and Major Prize Draws. The Final Major Prize Draw will comprise of thirty (30) competi-
tors. Five competitorsô numbers will be drawn on Friday night between 7.30-9.00pm, a further 20 
competitors will be drawn between 6.30pmð9.00pm on Saturday night.  The final five competitors 
numbers will be drawn between 6.00pmð7.30pm Sunday. At the Competitor Draws, the Competi-
tor or a proxy with the Competitorôs ticket must be present at each draw. The Competitor or Proxy 
must be present for the Final Major Prize Draw, if not further number/s will be drawn prior, to com-
plete the thirty places. A full list of the thirty Major Draw prizes will be made available at the official 
Opening on Friday night.  

9. Random draws for daily prizes to competitors will take place throughout each nightôs activities; the 
 Competitor must be in attendance to claim the prize.

Weipa Town has grown over the last  40 years. 

The first commercial shipments of bauxite from 

Weipa were made in 1963. Since that year the 

operation has developed to such an extent that 

the original accommodation of 12 houses and 

single quarters for 90 people has increased to 

approximately over 1200 houses, duplexes and 

flats. Most of the accommodation in town is 

owned by Rio Tinto Aluminium and rented to 

staff. However, some of the land has become 

freehold, some individuals, local contractors and 

government departments have chosen to build 

their own homes. Privately owned properties in 

Weipa now amounts to 47%.  

 

Today, Weipa is best described as a linear town 

on the main access road into the Western Cape. 

The Town extends 9 kilometres from the south-

ern to the northern boundary its size is 1,240 

Hectares. The Town has four distinct suburbs 

known as Rocky Point, Trunding, Nanum and Ev-

ans Landing. All suburbs with the exception of 

Evans Landing (industrial) are primarily residen-

tial, but they are also home to some commer-

cial/retail and community and special use zon-

ing. The land outside the Weipa Town Boundary 

is primarily  Rio Tinto  mining lease and inside the 

Cook Shire. There are parks, BBQ areas and 

other recreational facilities that are available to 

Weipa residents in these areas.  

                All about Weipa 

Weipa is located on the west 

coast of Cape York Peninsula, 

about 200 kilometres from the 

tip of Australia and just less 

than 200 kilometres from the 

east coast. It is approximately 

804 road kilometres and 580 air  

kilometres from Cairns.  

The tropical/monsoonal climate 

gives hot, wet summers and 

mild dry winters. The average 

rainfall is 2051 mm, with 97% 

of the rainfall occurring between 

November and April. The  

seasons can be divided into just 

two, the 'wet season', between 

November and April and the 'dry 

season', between May and Octo-

ber. Minimum and maximum 

temperatures range, on aver-

age, from 18 -30 degrees Celsius 

in July and 24 -33 degrees Cel-

sius in December. Weipa is situ-

ated within Australia's cyclone 

belt, but fortunately has not ex-

perienced a major cyclone since 

meteorological records were 

first kept in 1911  

    Location & Climate 

                            Fishing Weipa 

The estuarine and offshore waters adjacent to 

Weipa are home to possibly the most prolific and 

diverse range of species in tropical Australia. 

Over 40 species have already been taken includ-

ing barramundi, mangrove jack, fingermark 

bream, giant threadfin salmon, king threadfin 

salmon, javelin fish (grunter), pikey bream, 10 

trevally species including giant, golden, brassy, 

spotted, diamond, bludger & big eye, 4 mackerel 

species -  narrow barred, broad barred, school & 

shark, longtail and mackerel tuna, cobia, barra-

cuda, giant herring (ladyfish), milkfish, snub 

nosed dart (permit), swallowtail dart, black jew-

fish, jewelfish, coral trout, black & gold spot es-

tuary cod, Queensland groper, triple tail, small & 

big mouth nannygai, red emperor, sweetlip, 

parrotfish, stripeys, tarpon, archer fish, sara-

toga, sooty grunter black marlin, pacific sailfish.
